Class and Assignment Information

❏ Each class will begin with a warm up of some sort to prepare students for what they are 
about to learn/apply.

❏ My classes are student-driven and usually done with partners or in groups.
❏ Following the LEARN model the class will be linked to the previous class, then there will 

some kind of “hook” such as a video to engage them. After the new skills are learned, the 
student will then spend 45 minutes actively  working on &  applying the newly learned 
skills. During this time I will be checking on their progress. We will then come back 
together & reflect on what was learned & establish what they now know after being in 
class 

❏ Classwork will include all Schoology,Google platforms along with Flipgrid, Padlet, 
Wevideo (Media only), just to name  few.



Homework Information

❏ There will be very little homework assigned in class. In Media Communications All work 
is student driven group work. There are deadlines so if the group needs to work outside 
of class, they may stay after.

❏ In Theatre Arts the only homework will be work not finished in class.There will also be 
times where scripts need to be memorized at home. The only exception is when our 
advanced students are communicating with their partners in Ghana during the Global 
Classroom Project.



Assessments and Grading Policies

❏ Participation means that your student is showing ENGAGEMENT.
❏ Classwork includes Pear Deck, theatre games/activities, rehearsals, brainstorming, etc. 

There will be various formative assessments (Graded Practice) for each unit.
❏ Final projects/ presentations will occur at the end of each unit (Summative) and be worth  

50-100  points each.
